Our vision for the Heart of 
Wilson Park sees all three 
levels of government working 
together to create an inspiring 
new space for our community.

The second stage of the 
Wilson Park Precinct Master 
Plan, the ‘Heart + Playground’ 
is on the horizon, and 
includes a pump track, youth 
play area, nature play and a 
social connection space for 
locals to enjoy.

We’re grateful for Sean's incredible efforts and the 
positive impact he’s making in our community.
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Caring for Tomato Lake and our 
native wildlife
The Tomato Lake bank is 
being restored with the help 
of native vegetation. We’ve 
planted native sedges to help 
absorb excess nutrients from 
the lake and create habitats 
for turtles and other wildlife.

Large nets will protect the 
new plants from curious birds 

and wild weather as they get 
established over the coming 
months.

It’s turtle nesting season! 
From September to 
November, you might spot 
Snake Necked Turtles around 
the lake. Please keep your 
distance to let them nest 
safely.

We've partnered with Saving 
Our Snaked Necked Turtles, 
so our dedicated volunteer 
turtle trackers will be 
monitoring turtle movements 
and collecting data to support 
conservation.

Tiny beetle, big problems!
Polyphagous Shot Hole Borer (PSHB) is a tiny beetle 
that threatens our trees and plants.

Early detection of infested trees is crucial. Check your 
trees regularly for small entry holes, sawdust-like 
material, and a decline in health or dead leaves and 
branches. If you suspect PSHB damage, report it to 
the Department of Primary Industries and Regional 
Development on 9368 3080 or padis@dpird.wa.gov.au.

What to look for and  
how to reduce the spread

!

Polyphagous shot-hole borer (PSHB) is a wood-boring exotic beetle that 
excavates tunnels in stressed and healthy trees in which they cultivate 
the fungus as a food source. 
The fungus spreads inside the tunnels and disrupts the plant vascular system and the 
flow of water and nutrients.

Monitor trees and shrubs for symptoms including multiple entrance holes on the trunk 
or branches that are about the size of a ballpoint pen tip, often associated with bark 
discolouration, gumming, frass, crystalline foam (sugar volcanoes) exuding from the 
entry holes and tree wilting or dieback.

Eco-friendly pest control
With the change in season, 
you may notice more rats  
and mice looking for shelter  
in your home or yard.

While poison and baits can 
help keep pests at bay, they 
also harm our native wildlife.

Here are a few tips to 
help manage pests while 
protecting our native wildlife.

• Remove stockpiles of 
garden waste, fallen fruit, 
and excess pet food.

• Use rodent traps where 
possible.

• Avoid second 
generation baits that 
contain Brodifacoum, 
Bromadiolone, Difethialone, 
and/or Difenacoum.

• First generation baits are 
less harmful - look for the 
chemicals Warfarin and/or 
Coumatetralyl.
